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About JorAMCo Academy

Set up in 2007, the Jordan Aircraft Maintenance
Academy is meant to cope with the continuing
development in the aviation industry, and the
ensuing need for professional technicians capable
of maintaining commercial aircraft in accordance
with international standards and requirements; the
Academy further aims at fostering and applying the
concept of safety in a qualitative approach to avail the
right caliber of aviation technicians.

To achieve its overall mission, the Academy
coordinates with the European Aviation Safety
agency (EASA), which issues the B1.1 license,
and the Jordanian Civil Aviation Regulatory
Commission (JCARC), which oversees the quality
of the training at the Academy, and accordingly
issues the A&P license.

The Academy Program

The Academy provides quality training that qualifies
trainees to obtain the EASA B1.1 license for
maintaining commercial aircraft and their engines
within a four-year period, combining both theoretical
and practical training. Each year of study is divided into
two semesters, one for the theory part and the other
in the hangars and workshops (experience work). To
achieve this purpose, the Academy is strategically
located within the Queen Alia International Airport to
ensure that trainees keep abreast with all aspects of
practical training on commercial aircraft.

Conditions of Enroliment and
Admission

Courses start in April and October, interested
applicants may apply for admission in March and
September of each year, provided that they have
the Jordanian High School Completion Certificate
(Tawjeehy) or equivalent as per the requirements of
the ministry of education. Applicants must also be
physically fit and of good conduct. Furthermore, a
general English competency and technical aptitude
test is a prerequisite prior to accepting the trainee
for enrolment, which is also subject to securing all
the necessary government security approvals for the
trainee to access the Academy airport facilities.

JorAMCo academy provides approved training
according to the standards of IR Part 66, at its facility
in the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan in association
with Air Service Training AST (Engineering) of Perth
Scotland.

AST offers the approved “Sandwich Course”, the
syllabus of which meets the skills and knowledge
requirements of IR Part 66, licensing in B1 category.

The academy is further accredited by the United
Kingdom Civil Aviation Authority (UKCAA) in associ-
ated with the AST as per the EASA 147 regulations.
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
